The purpose of this program is to provide landowners with a fiscal assistance to establish plants in riparian areas.   Establishing permanent vegetation along stream banks helps to minimize erosion, filter runoff, and prevent pollution of our waters.





Eligible species for 2007: 


Any native plant species to the Mill Creek Watershed. For example; Spicebush, Button Bush, Canadian Hemlock, Tulip Poplar, American Sycamore, Bankers Dwarf Willow, and Redosier Dogwood. Plants may be purchased from Mahoning SWCD Tree Sale, local nurseries, or even the internet.  Tree orders for the 2007 Tree Sale must be received by the Mahoning SWCD by April 13, 2007. Quantities are limited. Landowner is responsible for planting of plants and paying all original bills.





Reimbursement amounts:


Landowners can be reimbursed cost for up to 50% of plants purchased. According to a grant agreement a $500.00 cap has been set per landowner, per year. Costs occurred prior to approval do not apply.  All work must be completed, or an extension requested, within four months from the date of approval letter. 





To receive reimbursement: Upon completion of practice, landowners shall notify district that practice has been installed and provide to the district for its inspection of all vouchers, bills, receipts and pictures associated with the practice Upon notification by applicant that approved BMP has been completed and before disbursement of funds from district, the appropriate technical person shall certify that practice has been installed in accordance with appropriate plans. 


 Proof of planting for re-imbursement must be submitted by June 1st, 2008.





Funds for this program are provided by a 319 grant from the Ohio EPA, and US EPA through the Alliance for Watershed Action and Riparian Easement (AWARE) in cooperation with the Mahoning SWCD, Mill Creek MetroParks, and YSU.
